SUPERACT! has extensive experience in working with primary school children; the musicians we work with are highly trained and experienced in working with this age group and the results they can produce are inspiring.

Projects with young people can take a variety of forms and we aim that the outcomes of all workshops and performances are entirely positive.
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The Musicians

We have a wide range of musicians working with us, coming from different musical backgrounds and play many different musical instruments.
Examples of music we can bring to you are;

· Traditional Percussion

· Junk Percussion

· Pan Pipes

· Classical

· Folk

· South American

· Flamenco

Workshops and Performances

The musicians who come to schools will be happy to work with teachers to ensure that what they do is suitable and fits in with the culture, age group and current projects of the school.

Examples of workshops can be;

· Pan Pipe making and learning to play

· Making junk percussion and setting up a band

· Song writing

· Folk singing and dancing

· Clapping and rhythm games

· Learning about instruments and how they sound and their culture.

The musicians can work with many different size groups and are more than happy to perform to whole schools or year groups.

Workshops can vary in length according to the time available; pan piping and junk percussion work needs the longest time, but this can be negotiated.
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Outcomes for the participants

It is important that there are positive outcomes from these activities. Communication beforehand is vital, so that the musicians can understand what the school would like to achieve. The best workshops and performances are ones which fit into an existing project or are a springboard for a new one. Follow up work is also encouraged to emphasise the value of the musicians work. Setting up a junk percussion band is an example where it is hoped the school would want to maintain and develop it.

Outcomes might include;

· Learning about music

· Learning about musical instruments

· Learning to play musical instruments

· Creating tunes and writing songs

· Working as part of a team

· Developing listening skills

· Developing co-ordination skills

· Learning about rhythm

· Having fun!

The Cost 
Naturally there is a cost to these events. SUPERACT! receives no statutory funding and so is reliant on grants from trusts, corporate bodies and individuals. 

The costs depend on the number of musicians who are used and the length of time of the performance and/or workshop (musicians are paid by the half day). Additional costs will include the musicians expenses – which are reduced when the musician works in a number of schools in the same locality – and any raw materials for workshops.
